Like the incarcerated inmate, we too are often limited into not seeing beyond our confinement.  Taylor uses countless case studies on everything from cancer patients whose doctors believed they could beat the disease, versus cancer patients with the same form of cancer who were given identical treatment, but their doctors gave them little hope.  The doctor’s attitudes determined whether or not the patients died from the disease.  If they had a positive outlook on their patient’s therapy, the patient’s lived longer than those whose doctors gave them a negative prognosis.  Despite identical treatment, it was their physician’s attitude that was instrumental in whether they lived or died.  If attitude can be beneficial in treating cancer, imagine how it can impact every aspect of our lives!
Taylor states,” most people do not accept that within themselves is a power that can change all of those self-limiting, self-destructive beliefs, a power that can indeed result in manifesting a person so self-responsible that he/she walks and lives above the fray-in the world but not of the world.  This is truly your birthright.  Life is not designed to be only struggle.” Simply reading this book will open your eyes to new worlds of possibilities. Once exposed to the illusions most live under and by, you will change, and putting into

practice any of these very simple teachings will open the door for you to achieve your highest potential. Choices and Illusions tell the story of one man’s journey into the workings of the human mind and our reason for being.
